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TWO AYLESBURY MEN GEAR UP FOR ‘SCALLY RALLY’ ADVENTURE FOR FLORRIE’S CHILDREN’S TEAM

Two Aylesbury men, Martin Grimes and David King, will be attempting to drive from Aylesbury to Rimini, Italy - a total of 1040 miles, in the ‘Scally Rally’ driving challenge, with all money raised going to support the Florrie’s Children’s Team, funded by the Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity (FNHC).

A black and red, Batmobile-style old Renault 19 will be their partner in crime – hoping to steer them all the way from Aylesbury to Calais, Basel, onto Como, Cortina and finally reaching Rimini, in a fantastic four-day adventure in support of this essential hospice at home-based service.

“We’re really looking forward to our challenge and hoping the weather will be kind to us,” said Martin, who set off for the challenge on Friday. “We have great faith in the car, so we’re hoping to reach Rimini in four days with few problems. We must say a big thank you to all the local companies who are sponsoring us including Europarts, who supplied all the parts for the car free-of-charge, Bucks Renault, Dayla, Christopher Pallet and Sally Turner.”

Commenting on why they chose to support Florrie’s, Martin said: “We are taking on the challenge for Florrie’s Children’s Team after seeing a poster promoting the service in a Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity shop window in Wendover. We found out more, and both felt it was a wonderful local cause supporting sick children and their families in their own home, so hope we can raise as much money as possible.”

Florrie’s Children’s Team, fully funded by FNHC, at a cost of £80,000 a year, is a specialist team, giving local children and their families affected by life-limiting illness care and support in the familiarity of their own home. Angie Pestka, who heads up Florrie’s explains: “The Florrie’s Team made 779 home visits last year, taking on 20 new patients – all under 16, so it is an extremely important service to local families affected by life-limiting illness. Specially trained nurses and carers visit families in their home and provide much-needed help and support, often ‘round-the-clock’, helping to bring some normality back into family life for a short while. 

“Children often need support from our service for over 12 months, so it is vital that donations keep coming in to enable us to keep providing this vital lifeline – not only for the sick child, but for the whole family as well.”
