FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE HOSPICE CHARITY UNVEILS BRAND NEW LOOK

 

The Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity (FNHC) has today proudly unveiled its new ‘image’, which will help the organisation stand out from the crowd by continuing to engage its supporters, and in turn help sustain its service delivery in a difficult financial climate and competitive marketplace.

 

The Charity’s new brand identity, part of a wider strategic and operational plan, unveiled at its Annual General Meeting on Wednesday, hopes to engage with and appeal to existing donors, regular supporters and potential supporters.

 

Over the last few months, Trustees and Senior Management from FNHC have been working alongside two local marketing consultants, who kindly volunteered their expertise free-of-charge to help this new brand identity come to life.

　

Pat Dodge, FNHC Chief Executive said: "We firstly had to decide whether our current brand continued to reflect the values of the Charity to the general public. We looked at our existing logo in the marketplace, and agreed it needed to be refreshed to create a stronger more identifiable image, which would help us stand out from the crowd in an increasingly competitive marketplace."

 

Local marketing expert David Croydon, who took part in the project from start-to-finish agreed: "It would be all too easy to question this sort of work and ask how important it really is to the day-to-day work of the Charity. That work, of course, is essentially the raising of funds to enable the Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity to continue - and 

expand - its activities, in an era of health service budget cuts and increasing competition for every charity pound donated."

 

The new brand, (see logo), has been rolled out across all Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity shops over the next few weeks and the marketing and promotional materials will form part of the rebranding makeover as they need replacing. 

 

"Each Charity goes through a life cycle," added Pat, "and after more than 20 years, we are at the stage where we need to refresh and modernise our look. Our aim is to improve how we communicate with our existing and valued supporters (of whom we already ask so much!) and also to reach new people to share the load and help us take the Charity forward. 

 

"Every organisation has to reinvest to maintain its place in the market. This enables us to continue funding specific Hospice services. We have been fortunate to have benefited from local marketing expertise resulting in a new logo and rebranding at minimal cost.

 

"Despite this difficult economic climate, the Florence Nightingale Hospice is committed to developing new services to improve the lives of those facing the challenge of life-limiting illness. The Charity works closely with the Hospice and plays a major part in the funding of these services, for today and in the future."

 

The Charity has also unveiled exciting new plans to fund a new 24/7 service, provided by the Hospice and Bucks Healthcare Trust, as part of the Department of Health End of Life care strategy. This new scheme will provide personal care and night time care by specially trained healthcare assistants and will help people remain at home at the end of life, should that be their preferred place of care.

 

Commenting at the AGM Rosemarie Finley, Assistant Director of Operations - Community & Integrated Care Division, Bucks Healthcare NHS Trust said: "This is a great step forward as we need a highly reactive, immediately responsive service in Buckinghamshire. In partnership with the Florence Nightingale Hospice - local people will be able to get the advice they need at the time they need it, enabling us to help and support people in their place of choice, be it in the home or in the Hospice. We are very grateful to the Charity for providing the funding to enable such a fantastic opportunity."
