FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE HOSPICE CHARITY SAYS THANK YOU TO CHEDDINGTON SUPPORTERS FOR FANTASTIC £20,000 

Long-standing supporters of the Florence Nightingale Hospice have helped to raise a total of over £20,000 through a Burns Night event, which has taken place annually for the last 27 years!

Individuals including Mary Glendinning and Linda Smith will be taking a well-earned rest from organising the event.  The Burns Night supper was previously a fund raiser for the Conservative Association, but in 1985, a group of people from the local Cheddington community decided to run the event in aid of the Florence Nightingale Hospice.  
The village has been a staunch supporter of the Hospice during this time and those involved remember only too well the very first event they put on together - with just eight weeks’ notice!

“Burns Night was historically always run by the local Conservative Association, but one year it wasn’t going to go ahead and we thought it such a shame, so we jumped 
at the chance to take it over ourselves and help support the Florence Nightingale Hospice - which back then was not even a few bricks on the ground as it hadn’t been built” said Mary. “We knew it was going to be something of real importance to the local community so we decided that all the money we raised would go towards supporting it – and no-one has wanted to change the cause in the last 27 years!.”

The first Burns Supper raised £417.00 for the Hospice and over the years the event has raised £20,142.70 which is the equivalent of funding over 13 weeks of Hospice Community Nursing care, which provides palliative care and support for local families in the home.

“On behalf of everyone involved with both the Florence Nightingale Hospice and Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity, we would like to say a very big thank you to Mary, Linda and our local supporters in Cheddington, and indeed everyone involved in helping to organise and support the event,” said Lindsey Fealey, FNHC Head of Fundraising. “My husband and I attended the event this year and had a fabulous night. The money raised from these annual events over the years has helped to 
make a huge difference to the Hospice and the services it is able to provide to local families affected by life-limiting illness across Aylesbury Vale and surrounding area.”
