LOCAL SCHOOLS’ TOY APPEAL RAISES FUNDS FOR FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE HOSPICE
Schools across Aylesbury Vale have helped to raise over £2,000 through a special Christmas soft toy appeal in aid of the Florence Nightingale Hospice Charity (FNHC), which provides care and support through in-patient and at-home services for local families affected by life-limiting illness.
Staff and pupils from schools including Stoke Mandeville Combined School, Whitchurch Combined School, Bearbrook Combined, Turnfurlong Junior, Weston Turville C.E., Griffin House, Bedgrove Infant, Wendover Junior, St Louis Catholic Primary, Elmhurst, Haddenham Community Infant, Thomas Hickman, Broughton Junior and St Mary’s C.E. Fairford Leys, all took part in the fundraiser in the run-up to Christmas and into the New Year and were awarded a special certificate as a thank you for their efforts.
The fundraiser has so far raised £2,232.39 with money still coming in.
Commenting on the money raised, Claire White, Fundraiser – Donor Care & Development at FNHC said: “We would like to say a very big thank you to all the local schools and local businesses that got involved. This is a fantastic achievement by all the local schools who kindly took a box or two of our Christmas toys in the run-up to the festive season. Your support will go a long way in supporting local families affected by life-limiting illness.”

In the last five years local schools across the Vale have helped to raise over £44,000 for the Charity, which is the equivalent of funding 36 weeks of Hospice Community Nursing Care or 600 home visits by the Florrie’s Children’s Hospice at Home team, which is fully funded by the Charity at a cost of over £80,000 each year.
As part of the Charity’s forthcoming Sunny Sunflower Appeal taking place throughout June, schools are being encouraged to get involved in supporting the local Hospice once again, with a variety of fundraising activities including ‘Wear Yellow Mufti Day’ and ‘Wear a Sun Hat’ to school day.
